Skinners Lane: The RRA together with our local MP Damian Hinds have been
encouraging HCC, EHDC and Taylor Wimpey (TW) to work closely together to
complete and re-open Skinners Lane at least before the end of this year.

Children’s Playground: This facility has been neglected for far too long so the RRA
commissioned an independent survey to assess the condition of the site and
equipment. As a consequence TW have completed some essential maintenance and
we understand further renovation is in the pipe line.

Grounds Maintenance: Following the neglect of our green areas last summer the
RRA have been encouraging TW to appoint a reliable and competent contractor. As a
result TW and the Greenbelt Group have gone to arbitration and the RRA are in
discussion with TW as to how Grounds Maintenance can best be managed in the
future.
